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GENERAL NOTES

CONTRACTOR SHALL CALL "MISS DIG” (1—-800—482—7171) A MINIMUM OF 3 WORKING DAYS PRIOR TO CONSTRUCTION.
CONTRACTOR SHALL CONFORM TO THE SOIL EROSION AND SEDIMENTATION CONTROL ACT, PART 37 OF ACT 457 OF 1994

ALL CONSTRUCTION UNDER EXISTING OR PROPOSED PAVEMENT AND FUTURE UTILITIES, INCLUDING HOUSE SERVICES, SHALL
BE COMPLETELY BACK FILLED WITH TYPE °B” FILL, IN 127 LAYERS, AND COMPACTED TO NOT LESS THAN 95% OF ITS
MAXIMUM DRY DENSITY. COST 71O BE INCLUDED WITH THE UNIT PRICE BID FOR UTILITY BEING INSTALLED.

THE EXISTING UTILITIES ON THESE DRAWINGS HAVE BEEN SHOWN ACCORDING THE BEST AVAILABLE INFORMATION.
CONTRACTOR SHALL FIELD LOCATE ALL UTILITIES PRIOR TO BEGINNING CONSTRUCTION AND SHALL NOTIFY THE ENGINEER
AS TO WHERE POSSIBLE CONFLICT EXISTS.

PROTECT ALL BITUMINOUS ROADS NOT SPECIFIED TO BE REMOVED DURING CONSTRUCTION. REPAIR ANY UNAUTHORIZED
DAMAGE AT CONTRACTORS EXPENSE.

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL MAINTAIN LOCAL TRAFFIC AND ACCESS TO HOMES AT ALL TIMES DURING THE PROJECT.
CONTRACTOR /S RESPONSIBLE FOR COORDINATING TRAFFIC CONTROL METHODS WITH THE ROAD COMMISSION. COST SHALL
BE INCLUDED IN THE PAY ITEM FOR TRAFFIC CONTROL.

ALL PAVEMENT JOINTS BETWEEN EXISTING AND NEW PAVEMENT SHALL BE SAW cUT WITH BUTT—JOINTS.

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL REMOVE, REPLACE, AND MAINTAIN ALL EXISTING FENCES, MAILBOXES, & SIGNS. DAMAGED OR
REMOVED FENCE, MAILBOX POSTS, AND SIGNS SHALL BE REINSTALLED OR REPLACED. ALL COSTS SHALL BE INCLUDED IN
THE OTHER PAY ITEMS OF THE PROJECT.

NO WORK SHALL BE PERFORMED BEFORE 7:00 AM OR AFTER 7:00 PM MONDAY THROUGH SATURDAY. NO WORK SHALL
HAPPEN ON SUNDAYS OR HOLIDAYS.

ANY UTILITIES ENCOUNTERED DURING CONSTRUCTION SHALL BE SUPPORTED, PER THE SPECIFICATIONS OF THE INDIVIDUAL
UTILITY COMPANY CLAIMING OWNERSHIP OF THE UTILITY. COST 70 BE INCLUDED WITH THE PAY ITEM BEING INSTALLED.
ANY UTILITIES DAMAGED DURING CONSTRUCTION SHALL BE REPAIRED AT THE CONTRACTOR’S EXPENSE.

ALL EXCAVATED MATERIAL NOT TO BE REUSED OR DISPOSED OF ON SITE SHALL BE REMOVED FROM SITE. THE
CONTRACTOR /S RESPONSIBLE FOR DISPOSING MATERIALS ACCORDING TO LOCAL AND STATE REQUIREMENTS.

ALL RIPRAP SHALL MEET MDOT STANDARDS FOR RIFRAF.
ALL AREAS TO RECEIVE LANDSCAPE SEEDING SHALL HAVE 4” TOPSOIL PLACED AS DETAILED IN THE SPECIFICATIONS.

CONTRACTORS SHALL FINISH GRADE, SEED, FERTILIZE, AND MULCH DAILY ALL DISTURBED AREAS AS DESCRIBED IN THE
SPECIFICA TIONS.

ALL WORK SHALL BE COMPLETED WITHIN THE ROAD RIGHT—OF—WAY. WORK OUTSIDE RIGHT—OF—-WAY MUST BE AGREED
UPON BY LANDOWNER AND ENGINEER WITH A SIGNED LANDOWNER AGREEMENT FPRIOR TO WORK ON THAT PROPERTY.

THE WORDS °RIGHT SIDE” OR °LEFT SIDE” IMPLY A REFERENCE TO THE DRAIN WHILE FACING UPSTREAM.

GRADING AROUND MANHOLES/CATCHBASINS, FLARED END SECTIONS, AND OTHER INLETS DETERMINED BY THE ENGINEER
SHALL BE SMOOTH AND SHAPED PROFPERLY 70 PROVIDE POSITIVE DRAINAGE INTO THE INLETS.

CONTRACTOR SHALL CONNECT ANY AND ALL FIELD TILE OUTLETS AND OTHER STORM LEADS 70 PROPOSED STORM SEWER
WITH PREMANUFACTURED TEES, WYES, GASKETS, SEALS, COUPLERS, BOOTS, ET7C. COST 70 BE INCLUDED IN LIN. FT.
PRICE FOR STORM SEWER INSTALLATION.

CONTRACTOR SHALL MAINTAIN ACCESS FOR MAIL DELIVERY AND GARBAGE PICKUP AT ALL PARCELS. IF THESE SERVICES
CANNOT BE PERFORMED CONTRACTOR /S RESPONSIBLE FOR TAKING THE NECESSARY MEASURES TO CARRY THEM OUT.

CONTRACTOR TO COORDINATE ALL CLEARING AND TREE REMOVAL WITH OWNER AND ENGINEER PRIOR 7O CONSTRUCTION.
CONTRACTOR TO CHIP AND HAUL ALL DEBRIS UNLESS SPECIFIED OTHERWISE.

CONTRACTOR SHALL NOTIFY ENGINEER, OWNER, AND LANDOWNER 7 DAYS PRIOR TO BEGINNING WORK ADJACENT 70 OR
ON THEIR PROPERTY TO COORDINATE SCHEDULING.

CONTRACTOR SHALL OBTAIN PERMISSION 70 REMOVE DRIVE WAY CROSSING PRIOR TO COMMENCING WORK ON THE
CROSSING. DRIVE ACCESS SHALL BE RE—ESTABLISHED BY THE END OF THE WORK DAY.
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
